Grandmasters: the helmsperson of the boat has attained his or her 50th birthday
and the addition of the ages of the two members is more than one hundred years
before the end of 2010,

(good standing means in particular that the corresponding National Associations
have paid their annual fees before the end of February 2010) and with the
Organising Committee (good standing means in particular that they comply with
the ISAF Eligibility Code).
